Harry Johns has served as president and CEO of the Alzheimer’s Association since 2005. Under his leadership, the organization has undertaken the first nationwide campaign to increase understanding and awareness about Alzheimer’s disease. It has also emphasized accelerated treatment progress through targeted research funding and the promotion of participation in clinical studies, as well as launching a campaign for early detection and tools to support individuals with the disease and their caregivers. Before joining the Alzheimer’s Association, Johns spent more than 22 years with the American Cancer Society, most recently as executive vice president for strategic initiatives, responsible for the organization’s nationwide strategy, including information delivery, community programs, advocacy, marketing and fundraising. A board member of Research America and the National Health Council, he earned an M.B.A. the Kellogg Graduate School of Management at Northwestern University.
