He has also been a venture capitalist three times at K2 BioVentures, Latterell Venture Partners, and Institutional Venture Partners.    In his venture capital roles, Mr. Kelley funded over 36 early stage biotechnology and medical device companies of which 25 have either gone public or been successfully acquired.   Currently, Mr. Kelley also serves as Chairman of the Board for Halozyme (NASDAQ: HALO) and Fluxion Biosystems.  Mr. Kelley earned an M.B.A. from Stanford University and a B.A. in Biochemical Sciences from Harvard University.
